COPENHAGEN, DENMARK - April 14-17th 2005 
to Your International Conference.

The IASK conference will be held in a wonderful old hotel called Schaeffergarden in Copenhagen, Denmark from April 14 to 17, 2005. Kinesiologists from all over the world will be there, so this is a terrific opportunity to meet energy kinesiology comrades...and to make new friends in countries scattered around the globe.

It's also a great opportunity to find out what's happening in kinesiology in other parts of the world, and to share stories and insights with Europeans, Australians, North Americans, South Americans and others.
This conference is very different in format, offering a unique opportunity to explore a subject in depth. Each presenter will speak for 45 minutes, then have a forum for another 30 minutes, where questions can be asked, and general discussion of the topic is encouraged. What is a Forum?

The objective of a Forum is to deepen every participant's thinking process in order to find solutions or to help develop new concepts.

It is based on the active contribution of all participants. Each one in turn gets a chance to voice his or her ideas without being interrupted. Of course you can pass your turn at any time. No one is to react to what has been said before. No bilateral conversation is allowed.

A very important condition for a Forum to be successful is that no one feels judged or attacked about his / her ideas. When taking their turn, participants do not make reference to what has been said before. Phrases such as: "I don't agree with Andrew because ...” or "Just like Jean, I think that ..." are not allowed. They do not add anything and are time consuming, especially if Andrew or Jean do not recognise the words they had spoken. Everybody gets hot and starts thinking about things that have nothing to do with the subject at hand. Active and respectful listening creates a safe environment where everyone feels recognised. As we all know, when there is no stress, self-consciousness tends to disappear and creativity is at its best. If time permits, participants will get 2 or more opportunities to share their thinking as it evolves, fed as it is by what other participants say. The iterative process is a very productive and effective way of finding the best solution in a very consensual way. If you have never had the experience, I strongly recommend that you try it at your next professional meeting. We intend to use this format at the next IASK Conference in Copenhagen to explore ‘Best Ideas’ and to better define how we see the development of IASK. We are very much looking forward to it!

Life Reference Period.

The Life Reference Period (LRP) includes five very different and yet necessary references for how we do our life patterns and how our life evolves.

The first two references are the equally influential areas of information that come together to create the basics of who we are in the ‘Sperm’ and ‘Ovum’. These are accessed through the time these two influences were being developed and their continued role in influencing the fetal development until birth and even beyond. So we refer to these as the ‘time of sperm’ and ‘the time of ovum’. Anything that may have influenced the client during these times of development that lead to a negative reaction or defense pattern, will show when these times are used as a reference in combination with muscle monitoring.

The third area of reference, ‘Fetus’, is the time we are developing through the organogenesis that will lead us to be a healthy happy baby.  Or not.

During this time we are experiencing an innate function and drive that leads to the development of our organs, brain, nervous system and the higher functions the brain learns to develop for itself. Any event that occurs during this period will become associated to all organs in various ways but to some more strongly attached than others. 

It is here that the relationship between the genetic system and the behavioral response become real to us and lay the basis of our abilities through life.

The final two areas are a little more abstract than the first three as they are more controlled by the inherited behavioral patterns from our parent’s genetic lines. As the ‘Fetus’ continues alone its productive path of creating a new human, the inherited references from the father continue to influence the process. This develops the child’s perception of his relationship with others as a ‘Male Self’. While this continues, so too, the influence of the mother creates a reference for what will become the ‘Female Self’. 

The subconscious uses these five references in time and function as an ongoing reference for how to know who we are. So our subconscious does not have to depend on our conscious awareness to know who we are. This allows us the freedom to think and create and direct ourselves consciously while at the same time using these inherited references as a backdrop to everything we do. Unfortunately a part of this backdrop includes all the references to events from our ancestry, events we had no choice in.

The person we think we are is based on the inherited material we obtained in the genetic process of becoming a human being. This perception may be very different from the person we want to be. 

At least this could explain why there, at times, seems to be conflicts in our lives that we have no idea of where they came from.

Our ancestry gave us all the options of what that ancestry represents, but not all of those options become active in our lives. In going through the genetic process in the ‘LRP’, we have two simultaneous and parallel functions happening. One is the use of the genetic reference that builds our structure and functions, while the other is the response to experiences we have during this process.  Positive, supportive experiences will create positive associations to the structures and functions developing at the time of the response. Negative experiences will create negative associations. Sao even though there may be a myriad of possibilities within the genetic system, we will tend only to live out those associations created during the process. This means that most of our responses in life are formed fro the experiences we have during the ‘LRP’.

When some new event occurs in our life, our subconscious first searches through our conscious experiences for an appropriate response. If it cannot find something there it starts to look through the ‘LRP’ to find a deeper pattern to create a new response. Without this reference to the past in some way, we feel disconnected from ourselves. We are constantly living out the patterns formed from our ancestors and they become active within the ‘LRP’.

If then we have something happening in our lives that w don’t want, perhaps it is that the subconscious is accessing a pattern that we activated sometime during the ‘LRP’ and would be better to disconnect from.

Of course the opposite is also true. If we want to have some pattern active that is not because of the lack of some certain experience in utero, we can ‘Infuse’ some new information into the ‘LRP’ which will activate a pattern that will support us in a new way.

Whichever way we look at it, the ‘LRP’ is an enormous resource for positive as well as negative responses and abilities.

It is not life that will kill us, it’s the inherited patterns of death from our ancestors that will do the job. If we can disconnect from the negative inherited patterns and activate the positive, we will have a longer and happier life. Many people try to resolve this problem by eating better and doing all the ‘right’ things, but still find they have the same problems. 

In our profession we have the ability to retrain the nervous system to use new and different references as a part of the ‘LRP’. Thus giving ourselves and our clients the ability to change the perception of who they think they are and therefore change how they do life, for the better. 

I encourage you to think more and discover more about the Life Reference Period because everything we do in life has its reference in this period.

More News From Denmark

Annemarie Goldschmidt

In May 2004, a law was passed giving those of us working in the CAM field the opportunity to be registered as “Consultants in Alternative Health Care”.  It is a “win” for us and for our clients because now the public can feel “safer” when they are looking for a Specialized Kinesiologist, a Foot Reflexologist, an Acupuncturist etc. The letters RAB after a practitioner’s name will indicate a person with a good standard of training, a person who is a member of an association with a Code of Ethics and so forth.

I am the chairperson of the Health Council in Denmark, an umbrella organisation that covers 13 different associations, 11 schools teaching CAM disciplines and some more organisations.  We still have a lot of work regarding the implementation of the law, so it is now a matter of good communication and co-operation.

In one of the towns in Denmark (population about 65.000 people) an MD and some wonderful massage therapists have fostered the idea of making this town a ”Town of Health”. The name of the town is SILKEBORG, very well known for its “River Boat Jazz Festivals” every year in June. I have been invited to participate in a group who will be working on a project about the creation of a University for CAM disciplines. A University without walls!

I feel very honoured about being asked, and I will do my best to contribute to a good result regarding this “construction”. Once more it is a question of good communication and co-operation.

Also I have been asked to participate in a networking group consisting of scientists and researchers from the Universities. This group will apply for money to do research in the CAM field TOGETHER with CAM people. It is very exciting just to THINK about the result. We will know if we will have sufficient funds in about 6 months, I think.

I am there as a representative of the CAM people AND with the title of Specialized Kinesiologist, which I am very proud to be.

Last but not least, we have started a small group who want to collect data about CAM organisations in the Nordic countries (first thing), the European countries (second thing) and thereafter in all countries in the world. We will create a database, and if YOU already HAVE one, please let me know. 

I will keep you up to date about all of these adventures.

I wish you a happy time with whatever you do, and I invite all of you to come to Denmark for the 2005 IASK-conference, April 14th – 17th, and to stay for our post-conference workshops.

Minutes of the Annual General Meeting

25th April 2004 

 39 members present

1- Welcome by the President Nicolette Peyre

Nicolette Peyre welcomed us all to the Annual Meeting and thanked the Energy Kinesiology Association for partnering with us for this meeting.  Nicolette introduced the other members of the board who were present: Annemarie Goldschmidt, Vice-President, and Kathie Guhl, Secretary.
2- Proclamation Of Chairman (MC)

Annemarie Goldschmidt was unanimously proclaimed chairman of the meeting.  Annemarie directed the rest of the meeting.
3- Proclamation or Recording Secretary
Kathie Guhl was unanimously proclaimed recording secretary and kept the minutes of the meeting.
4- Acceptance of the Minutes From The AGM In Frankfurt

Annemarie asked for approval of the minutes from the 2003 Annual General Meeting in Frankfurt, Germany.  The minutes were accepted by a unanimous vote.
5- Report From The President 

Nicolette Peyre reported on the state of the Organization.  She said that we now have _____ members, and that we are looking forward to recruiting many more in the next year.  

Nicolette also discussed the focus and intent of the Organization.  She said that IASK has very few “rules” because IASK is an open and receptive association of like-minded kinesiologists around the world.  Our only intent is to meet and exchange ideas, techniques and philosophies.  The “rules” are best set by individual countries so they can incorporate their own cultures and resources.
6- Financial Report

Annemarie Goldschmidt gave the financial report.  We currently have ______ euros in our account.  The bank accounts in Germany and Switzerland have been closed, so our only account is in France.  This makes the most sense, since IASK is registered in France, and one of the board members, the Treasurer, lives there. 
7- Website / Newsletter

Annemarie Goldschmidt announced that IASK intends to have more members contributing to the newsletter, and that interested individuals should submit articles and announcements. The newsletter will be published twice per year.

8- Dues

Nicolette Peyre reported that the board suggests to keep the annual dues for IASK at 40 euros per year.
9- Date and Place Of The Next AGM And Conference
Annemarie Goldschmidt announced that the next Annual General Meeting will be at the IASK Conference to be held in Copenhagen, Denmark from 14th to 17th April 2005.
10- Miscellaneous

There was discussion about IASK and EKA becoming "sister" organizations, allowing members of one organization to interface with the other organization, etc. However, the idea was discarded when it was pointed out that the two organizations have different goals and objectives. IASK is a global clearing house for ideas and techniques, as well as a place for kinesiologists to interact internationally. EKA has some of those same goals, but is more focused on North America. In addition, EKA is involved in writing Standards and Accreditations for its members, which would not be appropriate for an International Association. The idea was dropped.

Dear Colleagues

We have held the general meeting in Baltimore on April 25th 2004 and first of all I want to warmly thank our hosts, the Energy Kinesiology Association (EnKA, ex ASK-us).       


We greatly enjoyed the different presentors who came from all over the world to share their knowledge. Personally, I feel very at home with our North American colleagues, their warmth and sense of humor.


You will find a complete report of the AGM in this newsletter. You’ll also find all the details about our 2005 Conference and General Meeting, April 14th – 17th in Denmark, in the Newsletter and on the Website. We are really looking forward to the second IASK Conference with its new format.


During the Frankfurt Conference in October 2003 we spent some time listening to reports from our colleagues about what was happening in the 19 countries represented there. 


It was very inspiring to hear about recent developments.


I enjoyed listening to other participants telling the meeting their news about what they were doing and I am sure everyone shared this feeling. It was the first time we used this format, and very few colleagues were prepared for this exchange of information. Although the spontaneity was very enjoyable, the Board is thinking about a format that would allow both for spontaneity and structure.


Most colleagues underlined the need for more international support and this might mean that we'll have to reevaluate what IASK can do. The Board is of course willing to help as much as we can, but this might not prove enough.


In order to better respond to the member's wishes, I propose that we set some time aside in Copenhagen to have an exchange of views about ways and means to do so (we can do that during the IASK Forum).


We need to prepare for those hours to be fruitful and I would be grateful if some of you volunteered to present your positions (5 mins per person). 


Practical constraints need to be taken into account, so when you make suggestions about what IASK could do, please make sure you also suggest how to implement them.


As you all know by now, developments in the field of Specialized Kinesiology have been accelerating all over the world (and in many languages). It simply is not possible for the Board to assess what already exists and to keep up with all new modalities.


However, IASK can play a useful role as the dissemination center of all information related to national or regional developments. It is very important for decision-makers at the local level to know what has been achieved in other countries.
