SOME REPORTSFROM YOUR COUNTRY

DENMARK

Where are we? Where do we want to go? How do wihget?

In Denmark a law was passed in May 2004 giving eregrothers — the Danish Kinesiology Association i€ right to
register it's professional members. These Kinegisls must have a minimum amount of training, idolg Anatomy,
Physiology, Pathology and Psychology.

Our “title” could be translated to “Consultant inltérnative Health Care” or “Consultant in Complerizap and
Alternative Medicine." At least 30 hours of ongoitngining in Kinesiology is required over a two-y¢eriod in order to
keep the registration.

The Kinesiology Association has about 260 memb&@spf which are instructors in one or more of thiedsiology
modalities. Only about 10 of the 40 are really keag classes. The number of students is not vegelebut we keep
going never the less.

We have two “training paths” in Denmark, each adrthconsisting of several Kinesiology modalities. @Wéeour very
best to give the student a thorough training bagazh either the “Universal Healing Model” from Amwdv Verity of
Australia, or the “Touch for Health-triangle”.

Research that was completed two years ago (208tdssthat about 44% of the Danes have experiengédd @hce or
more in their lives with 21% during 2005.

Another research project in 2007, states that tlaeee 50 CAM practitioners per 100.000 inhabitamtsDienmark,
compared to 65 general practitioners per 100.00@hbitants. Quite interesting. In this study onlpfpssional CAM
practitioners have been asked about their work. Sthdy was conducted by a group of researchetseat/hiversity of
Southern Denmark at the Center for Crossdiscipfiiaraluation Studies in Complementary and Alten@aftiledicine
(Ccescam). Please gowavw.ccescam.dkThere is an English version as well as Danish.

As the leader of my school “The Danish School afid&mgical Kinesiology” Www.kinesiologi-uddannelse.ilkand as
the president of the Health Council in Denmarkilgery proud to announce, that the Health Cousgart of the team
of researchers and scientists, of whom Ccescanistofibat means that Kinesiology “shows it's fat@'the public.
